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ORDINANCE NO. 1744

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE SIZE AND STRUCTURE CF BOAT HOUSES
AND BOAT DOCKS LOCATED ON THE COUNCIL GROVE CITY PARK LAKE;
PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREQOF; AND REVOKING
ANY ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
COUNCIL GROVE, MORRIS COUNTY, KANSAS:

Section 1. The Lessees of property on the Council
Grove Lake Park are prohibited from building or constructing
two story boat houses or a boat house not to exceed 16 feet
above the floor of the boat house except by approval by the
City Council for the City of Council Grove, Kansas.

Section 2. The Lessees of real estate on the Council
Grove Lake Park are prohibited from building or constructing a
boat dock or any other structure from the high water level of
the Council Grove Lake Park with enclosed sides, ends or a
gabled roof.

Section 3. Any person, firm or corporation violating
any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor and may be levied a fine of not less than
$50.00 nor more than $100.00. The City of Council Grove also
has a right to consider a violation of any of the provisions
of this ordinance shall constitute a breach of the lease
authorizing and permitting the City of Council Grove to term-
inate the lease. The City will give to the party violating
the terms of this ordinance a 30 day written notice of term-—
ination of the lease. Upon the lease being terminated, the
I#ssee is to remove all property from the premises asprov1dmi
by City ordinances.

Section 4. Any ordinance in violation with the
terms and conditions of this ordinance are hereby rescinded and
rovoked.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take effect and be
in full force from and after its publication in the Council Grove
Republican being the official city newspaper.

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING WASTE DISPOSAL SYSTEMS UPON THE
COUNCIL GROVE LAKE PARK AND REGULATING THE USE THEREOF;
PRESCRIBING RULES AND REGULATIONS; AND PRESCRIBING PENALTIES
FOR THE VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE AND REPEALING ANY AND

ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES THAT MAY BE IN CONFLICT
HEREWITH COVERING THE SAME SUBJECT MATTER.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY
OF COUNCIL GROVE, MORRIS COUNTY, KANSAS, that:

Section 1: Repealing Prior Ordinances. Any anq
all ordinances or parts of ordinances that may Dbe in conflict
with this ordinance be and the same are hereby repealed.

gection 2: Inspection Prior to Transfer, prior to
the City of Council Grove approving a transfer of a cabin site
at the Council Grove City Lake, the City Council does require
all waste disposal systems be inspected by the City Building
Inspector. The inspection will require the pumping out the
existing tank and a visual inspection of the disposal system
by the City Building Inspector.

Section 3: Older Systems. Any sewer waste disposal
system ten (10) years or older will require inspections at
least once every two years unless the City Building Inspector
should waive the right for the inspection.

Section 4: Newer Systems. Waste Disposal Systems
less than ten (10) years of age, as verified by the records of
the Office of the City of Council Grove, are not required to be
inspected unless the City Building Inspector believes it to be
necessary.

Section 5: Pumping costs and inspection. When
the City Building Inspector inspects the waste disposal system,
the system is to be pumped empty and the owner will be respon-
sible for payment of the costs and expenses of the pumping of
the waste disposal system. No fee is to be paid when payment
~is made for a transfer fee.

Section 6: Inspection Fee. When the City Building
Inspector inspects the waste disposal system, when no transfer
fee has been paid, the system is to be pumped empty and the
owner will be responsible for payment of the cost of pumping
the waste disposal system and will pay the City of Council
Grove an inspection fee of $25.00.

Section 7: Purpose of Inspection. The purpose of the
igspection is to determine the condition of the holding tank or
Q1sposal system. The inspection by the City Building Inspector
is done for the benefit and assistance for the City of Council
Grove and does not and can not be constituted as any warranty
or guarantee to any person, firm or corporation that the waste
disposal system 1is operating properly and is not to be relied
upon by anyone other than for the City of Council Grove.

Section 8: Noncompliance. Any waste disposal system
that is not working satisfactorily as determined by the City
Building Inspector, then the owner or owners of the waste dis-
posal system will be required to make the necessary improvements,
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prior to transfer of the site, or within ninety (90) days from
the time the City Building Inspector sets out in writing the
requirements and modifications to be made to the waste disposal
system.

Section 9: Penalities. Any person, firm or
corporation violating any of the terms and provisions of this
ordinance may be punished by a fine of not less than $50.00 nor
more than $200.00 for each offense. Each and every day there is
noncompliance of this ordinance shall constitute a separate
offense.

Section 10: Severability. If any provision of this
ordinance is held invalid the constitutionality of the remainder
of the ordinance shall not be affected thereby.

This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force
from and after its publication in the official City newspaper.

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING CERTAIN USES OF COUNCIL GROVE LAKE
PARK PROPERTY; PROVIDING DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES
FOR VIOLATIONS; REPEALING ANY AND ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT
THEREWITH.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
COUNCIL GROVE, MORRIS COUNTY, KANSAS:

Section 1. Ownership. The City of Council Grove is
the owner of the real estate known and designated as the Council
"Grove Lake Park located in Morris County, Kansas.

Section 2. Primary Purpose. The primary purpose for
the Council Grove Lake Park is to provide water for the City of
Council Grove, Kansas.

Section 3. Permissive Leases. The City of Council
Grove does hereby authorize the leasing of a portion of the
Council Grove Lake Park for the purpose of providing residences
or cabin locations upon the Council Grove Lake Park property
and providing for payment of lease rentals.

Section 4. Prohibited uses. No leasee of the Council
Grove Lake Park is authorized or permitted to use any property
to conduct any type of "retail sales".

Section 5. Retail Sales Defined. The definition of
"retail sales" as used for .this ordinance means all sales at
retail. Any person, firm or coporation who offers merchandise
for sale to the general public, either directly or indirectly
invited the general public to visit the premises for the
purpose of purchasing merchandise is a "retall sale". The term
"retail sales" does not include telephone calls received by
persons living and residing at the Council Grove Lake Park
requesting services to be performed other than at the Council
Grove Lake Park. The term "retail sales" does not include
incidental sales on the Council Grove Lake Park property.

Section 6. Cancellation Of Lease. Any person who
violates the terms and conditions of this ordinance shall be
subject to having his lease at the Council Grove Lake Park
cancelled. In the event of a cancellation of a lease then
notice of the cancellation of the lease and the rights of the
lessor and lessee will be as provided by the City Ordinance of
the City of Council Grove.

Section 7. Penalties. In addition to the cancell-
ation of the lease at the Council Grove City Lake Park any
person who violates the terms and conditions of this ordinance
shall be subject to prosecution in the Municipal Court of the
City of Council Grove, Morris County, Kansas, and for each day
of which there is a violation the same shall constitute a
separate offense for each and every day the violation occurs.

Any person found guilty of the violation of this orxdinance
shall be fined not less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00,

or imprisonment in the County jail for not more than 10 days
or by both fine and imprisonment.

Section 8. Repeal. This ordinance hereby repeals
any and all ordinances of the City of Council Grove in conflict

herewith.

Section 9. Effective Date. This ordinance shall
take effect and be in full force from and after its publication
in the Council Grove Republican, the official City newspaper.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING RESIDENTS OF THE COUNCIL GROVE LAKE PARK
TO USE WATER FROM THE COUNCIL GROVE LAKE; PRESCRIBING RULES AND
REGULATIONS FOR THE USE OF THE WATER,; PROVIDING USERS USE OF WATER
AT THEIR OWN RISK AND WITHOUT LIABILITY OR RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE
CITY; SETTING CHARGES FOR THE USE OF THE WATER AND FOR PROVIDING FOR
PENALTIES THERETO.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF COUNCIL
GROVE, KANSAS:

L. A resident of the City of Council Grove Lake Park will have the right to use water from
the Council Grove Lake for domestic purposes under rules and regulations as set forth herein.

2. All applications for the use of the water are to be in writing and submitted to the City
Clerk of the City of Council Grove. The construction and installation shall be examined and
approved by the Council Grove Building Inspector.

3. All water lines must be buried and to meet the present City Code and all submergible
pumps must be within 50 feet of the high water line, and subject to approval by the City Building
Inspector. ‘

4. No meters will be used to determine the amount of water used. The resident will pay
the sum of $6.50 per month for the use of the raw water used for household use. Users of the
water will be billed monthly for their water usage and if bills are not paid by the 0th of the month
following the receipt of water the City of Council Grove has a right to terminate further use of the
water. Water users are subject to the same regulations and ordinances for water customers in the
City of Council Grove.

5. The residents will be responsible for payment of the monthly water bills as long as a
pump is placed in the water, All requests to remove and install the pumps must be made in
writing and submitted to the City Clerk of the City of Council Grove.

6. The City of Council Grove is not selling drinking water and any water treatment done
by the residents is done at the residents own expense and responsibility. Any person using such
water is using the water at their own risk and the applicant agrees to hold the City of Council
Grove harmless from any and all liability, if any, that may result from any person or persons using
or consuming water from the Council Grove City Lake.

7. Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance may be punished by a fine
of not less than $25.00 nor more than $250.00.

8. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its publication in the
Council Grove Republican, the official city newspaper.

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 1724 AND AMENDING SECTIONS 12-
624, 12-625, 12-626, 12-640 AND ORDINANCE NO. 1629 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF
COUNCIL GROVE AND REPEALING THE SAME, REGARDING REGULATIONS AT THE
COUNCIL GROVE LAKE PARK. '

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY BY THE CITY OF COUNCIL
GROVE, KANSAS, THAT ORDINANCE NO. 1724 BE AND IS HEREBY REPEALED AND
AMENDED AS FOLLOWS:

Section L.
12-624 BOAT FEES. The boat fee shall be based on 2 graduated scale on the horse
power of motors used to propel boats.  Persons living and residing within the City Limits of the

City of Council Grove or persons using City water from the City of Council Grove or persons
having a current cabin license or site upon the Council Grove Lake Park shall pay the following

fees:
A. $5.00 per year for sailboats and boat and motor up to 50 horsepower included.

B. $10.00 per year for boat and motor for 51 horsepower up to 100 horsepower
included.

C. $15.00 per year for boat and motor over 100 horsepower to 150 horsepower included.

D. $20.00 per year for boat and motor over 150 horsepower up fo 200 horsepower
included.

E. $25.00 per vear for boat and motor over 200 horsepower.
F. Jet Skis $20.00.
Section 2:

12-625 BOAT FEES; NONRESIDENTS. For persons not living and residing within the
City Limits of Council Grove or not using City water or persons not having a current cabin
license or site upon the Council Grove Lake Park shall pay the following fees:

A. $10.00 per year for sailboats and boat and motor with horsepower up to 50
horsepower included.

B. $20.00 per year for boat and motor over 50 horsepower up to 100 horsepower.

C. $30.00 per year for boat and motor over 100 horsepower up to 150 horsepower
included.

D. $60.00 per year for boat and motor over 150 horsepower up to 200 horsepower
included. :

E. $75.00 per year for boat and motor over 200 horsepower.
F. Jet skis $60.00

Section 3. The City of Council Grove will waive permit requirements when no permit is
required by the State of Kansas.

Section 4. No three day permits will be issued. One day permits will be issued at a
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cost of $5.00 per day. Daily permits will not be issued on Memorial Day, from July 2 to July
6th included, or Labor Day weekend and there will be no daily jet ski license or permits issued.

Section 5. No daily permits will be issued at any tim for jet skis.

Section 6. It shall be undawful for any person by fishing or by any other means to keep,
remove or destroy or kill walleye under 18 inches in length in the Council Grove Lake Park.

Section 7. It shall be unlawful for any person by fishing or by any other means to keep,
remove or destroy or kill more than 30 crappie in one day.

. Section 8. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage,
approval and publication.

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ORDINANCE NO. [903

AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING BOUNDARY DETERMINATIONS PRIOR TO TRANSFER
OF A LAKE LEASEHOLD OR ISSUANCE OF A BUILDING PERMIT FOR A LAKE
LEASEHOLD; AND PERMITTING BOUNDARY AGREEMENTS BY MUTUAL
AGREEMENT WITHOUT TRANSFER OR BUILDING PERMIT PENDING

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF COUNCIL
GROVE, MORRIS COUNTY, KANSAS:

Section 1. TRANSFER REQUIREMENTS. Prior to the approval of any lake lease
transfer, the holder of the lake lease for which a transfer is sought shall have the leasehold
boundaries determined by the Council Grove Lake Park Caretaker and such determination shall
either be by a boundary agreement signed by all adjoining lake lot leaseholders or upon notice as
provided in Section 4 of this ordinance. The leasehold boundary agreement shall be on a form
provided by the Council Grove City Clerk.

Section 2. BUILDING PERMIT REQUIREMENTS. Prior to the approval of any
building permit, the holders of the lake lease for which a building permit is sought have the
leasehold boundaries determined by the Council Grove Lake Park Caretaker and such
determination shall either be by a boundary agreement signed by all adjoining lake lot
leaseholders or upon notice as provided in Section 4 of this ordinance. The leasehold boundary
agreement shall be on a form provided by the Council Grove City Clerk.

Section 3. AGENCY DESIGNATION. The leaseholders of any lake leasehold which is
held by more than one party, may, in writing, designate one lake leaseholder to act as the agent
for all lake leaseholders to execute a leasehold boundary agreement. Such agency designation
shall be on a form provided by the Council Grove City Clerk.

Section 4. FAILURE TO PARTICIPATE. Should any adjoining lake lot leaseholders
fail to participate in the determination of the boundary for a transfer or a building permit, written
notice of any boundary determination shall be given by the Council Grove Lake Park Caretaker
to such leaseholders at the last address provided in city records and such lake lot leaseholders

shall have fourteen (14) days from the date of the notice to file, in writing, with the City Clerk
